   Dear Parents/Carers

We would like to let you know of our new meal options which launched yesterday, Tuesday.  We have now introduced a jacket potato oven and a Sub/Baguette station and Salad bar in addition to our normal hot meal options.
Both the jacket potatoes and the subs come with a choice of cheese, ham or tuna and unlimited salad.  
In addition to fresh fruit which is available daily, the children have a choice of deserts as per the menu.   
We also provide unlimited milk (and sometimes milkshake), squash or water to drink. 
The children responded very positively to the additional choices so far and we anticipate this being a great success.  

Before the end of last term, we introduced a coloured band system whereby the children make their choice from the menu and then are given the appropriate coloured band to hand in at lunchtime.  This has allowed us to prepare enough of each choice to accommodate all children. The choice is Red for the meat option, Blue for the vegetable/vegetarian option, and Yellow for the sub bar or potato option. 
All Pupils in Key stage 1 are entitled to Universal Infant Free School Meals.  The majority of children take up this option but there are some children who still prefer to bring a packed lunch.  Now that we have these sub/baguette and jacket potato option, we hope that you will encourage your child to try them.  You could be saving hundreds of pounds per year and you can leave the daily chore of preparing it to us!  
Pupils in Key Stage 2 are charged £2.30 per day unless they are eligible for Free School Meals.  If you want us to help you check if you may be eligible, please do not hesitate to pop to the office and speak to either myself or Mrs Worrall. If you are eligible, not only will you save £437 per child on paid school meals, but you will also be offered some support with finances for trips and uniform.
We want to make sure that all children have a positive lunchtime experience, are satisfied with their meal and go out to play feeling well fed and happy.  We hope that these changes will reinforce this.
