Homework Guidelines
This is a guide for homework expectations for each year group. In addition to this, the children may be asked to research information for class topics. If there are any issues with homework please contact your class teacher.

	Foundation


	· Daily sharing/reading books, five minutes per day.
· Shared work during the term to support the learning journey.
· Letters and sounds tasks as appropriate (normally towards the end of reception).


	Year 1
	· Topic homework which is given half termly, with a choice of activities such as design a board game, produce a poster.
· Children are expected to read every night for five minutes. The Reading Diary page should be completed each time.
· Children will be given a list of words to learn either at sight (to read) or spell. Children should look at their spellings on a daily basis. The spellings will follow the list of spelling patterns taught in their phased groups or linked to the topic being covered. Spellings will be given on a Friday and tested either through word recognition (where a child reads and choses the correct word, or spelling/writing the word using the correct letters). All children will receive feedback and a mark recorded  in the Home Contact Book.


	Year 2

	Tasks are set on a Friday and returned by Wednesday.
· Topic homework which is given termly, with a choice of activities such as produce a Powerpoint, make a poster/model, research using book which is presented by your children to the rest of the class.
· Children are expected to read every night for at least five minutes. The Reading Diary page should be completed each time.

· Children will be given a list of words to learn either at sight (to read) or spell. Children should look at their spellings on a daily basis. The spellings will follow the list of spelling patterns taught in their phased groups or linked to the topic being covered. Spellings will be given on a Friday and tested either through word recognition (where a child reads and choses the correct word, or spelling/writing the word using the correct letters). All children will receive feedback and a mark recorded  in the Home Contact Book.
· Children will be given a weekly literacy and or numeracy activity which is usually linked to the work covered in class during the week. 



	Year 3
	Tasks are set on a Friday and handed in on a Wednesday.
· Children are expected to read every night for 10 minutes. The Reading Diary page should be completed each time.

· Children will be given a list of words to learn either at sight (to read) or spell. These words will be put into the Home Contact  Book. Children should practice their spellings on a daily basis. The spellings will follow the list of spelling patterns taught in their phased groups or linked to the topic being covered. Spellings will be given on a Friday and tested the following Friday. All children will receive feedback and a mark recorded  in the Home Contact Book.
· Children will be given a weekly literacy and or numeracy activity which is usually linked to the work covered in class during the week. 



	Year 4

	Tasks are set on a Friday and returned by Wednesday.
· Children are expected to read every night for 15 minutes. The Reading Diary page should be completed each time.
· Children should practice weekly spellings in Spelling Book on a daily basis.

· Children are given Maths, Literacy or Topic Homework.



	Year 5

	Homework set on a Friday and returned the following Wednesday.
· Children are expected to read for at least ten minutes per day, please record their home reading in their Reading Diary page.
· Spellings are given out on a Monday and tested on a Friday.
· Children are given Maths, Literacy or Topic Homework.


	Year 6

	Homework is set on a Wednesday and returned the following Monday.

· Spellings are given out on a Monday and tested on a Friday. The spellings are set according to ability, but Year 6 work is normally spent revising patterns learned throughout school in preparation for SATs.
· Maths and Literacy are set on a Wednesday, to be handed in the following Monday. An average time of 45 minutes should be spent on homework. 

· Children are expected to read every night which should be recorded in their Reading Diary page.
